· Statistical Accounts provide history and everyday life of each parish, and occasionally information on archaeological sites. 3 editions: late 1700s (Old Statistical Account), early-mid 1800s (New Statistical Account), 1950/60s. 1st and 2nd editions  available on-line: https://stataccscot.edina.ac.uk/static/statacc/dist/home 
· Local Newspapers
Many local papers available on microfilm, distributed in various library. See list for details or pick up leaflet from Inverness Reference Library. Am Baile website with useful index of some newspapers. British Newspaper Archive is a paid subscription website with access to a number of newspapers.
· Local pamphlets and publications
Check out your local library!
· Local directories. Provide information about occupations and industry. Slaters directory for 1911 is available on Am Baile website.
